How do I obtain a 
Negative Vetting 1 
security clearance? 

To obtain an NV1 clearance, you will need a sponsor. If you 
are already a supplier, you may be able to seek sponsorship 
through the Prime you supply to and/or your contract manager 
if you are a direct supplier. The process to obtain an NV1 
clearance may take up to 12 months. 

Alternatively, your company should investigate the Defence 
Industry Security Program (DISP). The Program supports 
Australian entities to understand and meet their security 
obligations when engaging in Defence tenders, contracts and 
projects. Additionally the Office of Defence Industry Support 
(ODIS) provides a seamless experience for small and medium 
enterprises (SMEs) to engage with Defence.
