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Background: These guidelines are provided to assist registrants in preparing abstracts for presentation at the HGSA Annual Scientific Meeting. Compliance with these guidelines will expedite the process of scientific evaluation, program arrangements and publication of abstracts.

Aim: Abstracts must be submitted as a WORD document. This ample abstract can be used by simply typing over the existing contents of the file.

Methods: When saving your word document, please save the document using your surname e.g. ‘smith.doc’. If you are submitting more than one abstract please label as ‘smith1.doc, smith2.doc’. If you wish to submit more than one abstract, you can do this by logging back in using the 'username and password' which you used when submitting your abstract. You can then add another abstract submission.

Results: Abstracts must be typed in English. Abstracts must not exceed 250 words in the body of the abstract (excluding title, authors and institution). Abbreviations should be used only for common terms (for uncommon terms, the abbreviation should be given in brackets after the first full use of the word). Abstracts should be thoroughly checked for correct spelling and grammar before submitting. Please ensure that you include all information requested on the abstract submission form. 
Conclusion: Please ensure you follow these guidelines and keep within the 250 words in the body of the abstract. Successful abstracts will be provided to delegates on the Conference APP and Conference Virtual Portal. Successful abstracts will also be published in an Issue of Twin Research and Human Genetics journal.
