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Objectives/aims 
The study reports the findings of research into whether the application of Most Significant Change Story (MSC) on the social behavioral change program directly contributed to the program’s outcomes.

Methods
The research included six case studies randomly selected from those stories the selection panel identified as representing the most significant change at the highest panel. Each of case studies was paired with another case study (a total 12 case studies)

Main findings
