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Objectives/aims 
Campbell Collaboration provides high-quality systematic reviews for policy decisions in countries around the world, including crime, international development, education, and social welfare. We investigated the search conditions of the educational systematic reviews in the Campbell Collaboration. We find that the problems and propose better suggestions for the development of evidence retrieval. We hope that the authors of the systematic reviews will produce high-quality systematic reviews in the future.

Methods 
We searched for systematic reviews of education in the Campbell Collaboration.We search a total of 32 systematic reviews were included in the research before February 2018.We use EXCEL to extract all the search information in the systematic review and perform qualitative analysis. We use STATA 13.0 software to quantitatively analyze and compare the search information of Campbell education systematic reviews.

Main findings

Statistical analysis of the database with the highest frequency. After analyzing the frequency of reviews, there are 10 reviews that search databases were≤10; 14 reviews were >10 and ≤20; 8 reviews were>20.the most databases in review searched 38, and the least 4 databases were searched. We analyze the database types, subject scope and so on. Finally we elaborate on the search status of the Campbell education systematic reviews.
