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Objective/aim

This study aims to investigate the software and tools for reference management and screening in Campbell Systematic Reviews.
Method
We retrieved all Campbell systematic reviews by consulting Campbell library in April 2018. The characteristics of reviews below were extracted: software, tools or methods for reference management, screening, and data extraction.
The main software tools used to manage and screen data are as follows: RevMan , Excel, EndNote, EPPI Reviewer, Refworks, etc.

Main findings

There were 346 systematic reviews published in the Campbell Library from on January 1, 2004 to on April 20, 2018. Of those, 68 (19.7%) reviews reported the software for reference management, involving 9 types of software and tools. The top 3 frequently using software were RevMan (48.5%, 33/68), Excel (32.4%, 22/68), EndNote (19.1%, 13/68). There were 26 (7.5%) reviews including software for screening. The top 3 frequently using software were EPPI Reviewer (38.5%, 10/26), EndNote (38.5%, 10/26), Refworks (19.2%, 5/26). Of the 9 reviews on Crime and Justice, the most frequently used was Endnote；Of the 8 reviews on Education, the most frequently used was EPPI-Reviewer.
