Hints and tips

 Trying to attend too many sessions can be
overwhelming and may cause you to fatigue quickly
during the conference! Instead, review the conference
program ahead of time to determine which streams are
most relevant to you. 
1. Select 2-3 key streams that are of interest to you (a la
carte) OR sample from a range of topics (buffet)
2. Consider whether there are speakers you’ve wanted
to chat with and attend their sessions
3. Engage with a range of presentation formats – oral
presentations, poster sessions, and PeArLs (which offer
a structured opportunity to network with others 
around a specific topic!)
