Professor Timothy Hughes is the Precision
Cancer Medicine Theme Co-Leader at the
South Australian Health and Medical Research
Institute (SAHMRI); Professor of Haematology
at the University of Adelaide and Consultant
Haematologist at the Royal Adelaide Hospital.
He is also Chair of the International Chronic
Myeloid Leukemia Foundation (iCMLf) and an
inaugural Fellow of the Australian Academy of
Health and Medical Sciences (AAHMS) and a
Fellow of the Australian Academy of Science.
Professor Hughes is an international expert
in the biology and treatment of leukaemia.
He has published over 300 papers with over
63,000 citations.

Dan Landau, MD, PhD is Associate Professor of
Medicine at Weill Cornell Medicine and a Core
Member of the New York Genome Center. He
is an oncologist whose long-term goal is to
develop novel technologies to address cancer
evolution as a central obstacle to cure. His
research group is funded by the NCI, NHLBI,
and NHGRI. His work has led to recognition
and awards, including Stand Up to Cancer,
Burroughs Wellcome Fund, Vallee Scholar,
and the NIH Director’s New Innovator Award.

Transplantation and Cellular Therapy,
Division of Cancer Medicine. The
University of Texas MD Anderson Cancer
Center.

Dr. Rezvani is Professor of Medicine,
Director of Translational Research,
Medical Director of the MD Anderson GMP
and Cell Therapy Laboratory and Chief,
Section of Cellular Therapy, Department
of Stem Cell Transplant and Cellular
Therapy, MD Anderson Cancer Center.

Dr.Rezvanijoined thefaculty atthe MDACC
in 2012 from the Hammersmith Hospital
in London, where she was Director of
the allogeneic adult stem cell transplant
program, Medical Director of the GMP
facility and Director of the Transplant
Immunology Research Laboratory. Dr.
Rezvani has an active research laboratory
program in transplantation immunology
where the focus of her research group
is to study the role of natural killer
cells (NK) cells in mediating immunity
against leukemia, and to understand the
mechanisms of tumor-induced NK cell
dysfunction. The goal of these studies
is to develop strategies to enhance NK
cell effector function against tumors
by genetically engineering the cells to
enhance theirinvivo antileukemic activity
and persistence.

Dr. Rezvani has extensive laboratory
experience  in  higher-order  flow
cytometry, CyTOF, various molecular
biology techniques and xenograft NSG
mouse models of NK immunotherapy.
Her laboratory program in transplant
immunology has led to the approval and
funding of a number of Phase I/II studies
of immunotherapy in patients with
leukemia and lymphoma.
