The students with the support of the Briars
Nursery on the Morning Peninsula continue to
propagate and plant indigenous species in three
environments on the Peninsula, The Dunes, the
Coastal and the Urban areas. Ms Byrne and the Green
Gang’s work have inspired the work of the Ecology and
Sustainability Team at Mazenod Vic to plant their
Indigenous Garden last week and establish a
propagation area for future development.

The Rehabilitation / Revegetation project at the College
involves so many groups, VCE VM students, Science,
Humanities, Horticulture and others. Mt Lilydale is on
the verge of achieving their 5-star status.

Mazenod College WA inspired schools last year with
their podcasting work and this year are developing their
upcycling programmes to reduce waste.
