[bookmark: _GoBack]Cyclists and pedestrians have been identified as being one of the most at-risk groups of road users on both of Dunedin’s SH1 one-way streets.  Crash statistics have shown that in the five-year period from 2009-2013 they represented only 11% of all crashes, but 60% of death and serious injury (DSi) crashes.

The 5km long Separated Cycle Lanes project is now complete after 8 years of planning, optioneering, design and construction.  Critical design thinking was employed to create a facility that is readable to users, that they want to use and feel safe using, whilst still minimising the impact on adjacent businesses.

The result is an innovative 5 km of separated cycle lanes that shows how urban design and traffic engineering can be combined to provide a high-quality, positive outcome for people travelling by bike, scooter or on foot along a busy, central city State Highway.

This session outlines some of the lessons learnt by the project team along the way, including the two new Barnes Dance crossings.
