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In July 2011, American Venture Capitalist Marc Anderson was quoted as saying “Google is working on self-driving cars, and they seem to work. People are so bad at driving cars that computers don’t have to be that good to be much better”.  The problem is that fully automated driving is not just reliant on having a good computer, it also relies on having quality physical and digital infrastructure. 

Just how good does our road network need to be? Austroads has recently completed a study of 25,000 km of urban and rural highways across Australia and New Zealand to try and answer that question.
