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One Network Framework - Providing Value and Equity
The One Network Framework (ONF) will allow our transport system to be defined in consistent terms based on moving people and goods, and the capacity to provide safe, social, liveable spaces in urban environments. 

At the point where these requirements intersect, prioritisation between moving people and vehicles through the road corridor efficiently and providing safe, attractive places for the public to coexist is required. 

The One Network Framework has four cornerstone elements which help practitioners manage these competing priorities of “movement and place” being;

1. A National Classification System

2. A Customer Level of Service (CLoS) Framework

3. Consideration of ‘local’ transport need including PT, walking and cycling

4. Provides a forward view on what your community may look like in the future

This presentation will describe how the ONF will help provide direction and initiatives to ensure one of the five key customer level of service outcomes, namely, “Healthy and safe people” is delivered in your community.
