BUILD A LOGICAL, CONCISE CASE

Why is this important? Who will it affect? What are the benefits?

FOLLOW-UP MEETINGS & ORAL SUBMISSIONS

Never repeat your written submission face-to-face. Only repeat the key message.

ASK FOR SUPPORT

Always get another person not close to the subject to read your submission.
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Talking to the Media

e You can always buy time by agreeing to call back

e Ask what kind of opportunity is this for me and my

organization

e Ask whether you are the right person to comment
e Keep your words simple and explanations brief
* Never agree to an off-the-cuff interview if you are

unprepared
