Patterns

The ten patterns associated with each hau area derived from existing carvings
or tukutuku from Tamateapokaiwhenua wharenui at Huria Marae. They have
significant meaning and connection to this place for Ngai Tamarawaho and
Ngati Tapu. These patterns have also been used in nearby open spaces and
developments such as Te Po Roa Reserve, near Gate Pa which helps create
further connections along Cameron Road and the wider Tauranga Moana
landscape.

The Kowhaiwhai design has also been discussed as a pattern that could be used
across the project area as it has been used in the detailing of street furniture

and features across Tauranga CBD, including the pillars used in Wharf St. The
kowhaiwhai pattern could be used across the project area as a foundation design
that helps to connect the different areas together and reinforces Ahi kaa. The
design can be broken down to 3 elements that represent different components
that are relevant to Tauranga Moana but also heavily connected to the Ahi Kaa
concept and principles. These elements are outlined below:

Pawhenua

This design was created by the late Tuti Tekaokao, which this design is a variant
of. The design Represents the Mana Whenua of Tauranga Mona and their
history.

Nga Hau e Wha

This design depicts the four winds and represents those from the four corners
of the world. The pattern is made up of three koru representing the past present
and future.

Hapori Whanui koru
These koru represent the wider community of Tauranga. It acknowledges those
who have settled and those who have moved on.

It is noted that there may be further work undertaken on the patterning during
the development of the project and that budget or timing constraints may
restrict how many patterns can be incorporated as part of the project. The full
range of patterns is captured here so that these can be delivered across the wider
project area over time.
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Interpretive

Signage provides the opportunity to share information, particularly interpretive
signage which plays a role in place-based communication and sharing of
knowledge, history and story telling. Previous sections in this document have
highlighted the significant history and events that have occurred within the
vicinity of Cameron Road and the wider peninsular as well as the importance

to share this with the people of Tauranga. This project provides the opportunity
to integrate and share these stories with the wider community and visitors to
Cameron Road, both through design details and interpretive signage. Two
interpretive signs have been developed for the project to accommodate different
quantities of information. A larger sign, or a storyboard that allows for greater
quantities of information including text and imagery, and a smaller 'marker' sign
that indicates a specific moment or historic event.

The larger Interpretive sign (approximately 2m high x 0.8m wide) provides the
opportunity to share a more detailed level of information, a story, or explain a
historical event. These are intended to be used only in significant locations along
the corridor where there is a desire to share larger quantities of information

and related imagery. In alignment with the clearings and trails strategy it is
expected that this larger sign will only be located within he tanga manawa areas.
It is anticipated that there will be approximately 6-8 of these interpretive signs
required across the project area. The content of these signs is to be determined
with tangata whenua.

Secondly, a ‘marker’ sign has been developed, this is much smaller
(approximately 180mm x 120mm post) and is intended as a ‘tag’ placed along
the edges of trails or clearings marking where key historic sites, events, or
features are located. This sign is intended to build on and reflect the timeline
of Cameron Road by sharing significant dates of events, the names of tipuna, a
reference to what and who was once here. Although there are significant stories
to be shared behind each of these names, places or dates, there would be far
too much information to capture on signs within a busy multi-modal space.
Therefore, it's proposed that marker sign contain only a single sentence, fact

or name that users can read while still moving through the space. This also
encourages people to undertake their own research and actively take ownership
for their knowledge and understanding of this place.
