By registering for an event online you are confirming your acceptance of all terms and conditions 

and warrant that you are 18 years of age or older. 

1. Payment Terms 

All prices are quoted in Australian dollars and subject to Goods and Services Tax (GST). Online 

credit card payment is our preferred method and transactions will be processed through a secure 

online payment collection service. Should you wish to make a booking online but do not wish to 

make payment by credit card the direct deposit (EFT) option should be selected. Payment is due 

strictly in accordance with our standard invoice terms (30 days from date of invoice) or must be 

made prior to the date of the event you have registered to attend. 

2. Cancellation/ Refund Policy 

Refund requests must be received in writing to events@intermedia.com.au and eligibility for a 

refund will be based on the following criteria:  

• Requests received 28 or more days prior to the event are entitled to a full refund. 

• Requests received 13-27 days prior to the event are entitled to a 50% refund. 

• Requests received less than 13 days prior to an event shall not be entitled to a refund or credit 

note. 

Substitute attendees may be accepted at the sole discretion of The Intermedia Group and/or its 

subsidiary companies, provided that the substitute attendee meets any applicable eligibility 

criteria for the relevant event. 

Refunds will be processed using the same method originally used to pay for your purchase, but 

The Intermedia Group and its subsidiary companies reserves the right to refund using an 

alternative method.

5. Any person disturbing the competitors or models on the stage will be removed from the 

premises. 

6. Competitors who disobey, break the rules, or exceed the times given will be disqualified. 

 



C O M P E T I T I O N  1  –  E D I T O R I A L  G L A M  S L A M  

Create an editorial look that could be seen on a front cover of a fashion magazine. 

Rules: Open competition | Time allowed: 45mins on stage | One female model 

Hair prep:  

Rollers, tongs, crimpers, irons or any other methods of hair preparation must not be brushed, 

combed or disturbed before entering the competition floor. Padding may be used, however must 

not be visible on completion. No pre-sectioning braided or in a ponytail allowed. This competition 

allows hair to be put up or styled down, and allows hair ornaments. Hairpieces may be used, but 

must not cover more than one-third of the finished look, and cannot be pre-styled. No wigs allowed. 

 

C O M P E T I T I O N  2  –  B A R B E R S T R E E T  

Cut, style and shape a male model to be ready to hit the streets. 

Rules: Open competition | Time allowed: 40mins on stage | One male model 

Hair prep: 

Competitor must clearly create a change of style by cutting/removing 3cm or more from the hair. All 

cutting tools allowed such as clippers, razors and scissors. Styling method is optional and allowed; 

straight, curly, wavy hair – whatever rocks your hairdressing/barber world is encouraged. Prepared 

hairstyles or pre-done haircuts will result in disqualification. All models in this section will be 

paraded after judging finishes. 

 

C O M P E T I T I O N  3  –  D R E A M  T E A M  C O L L A B  

Create a ‘Beauty meets Avant Garde’ look as a team. 

Rules: Open competition | Time allowed: 30mins on stage | One female/male model 

3 Competitors from one salon (qualified and apprentices allowed, as well as hairdressing colleges). 

This is a team relay, each competitor has 10 min to work on the model, one competitor at a time. 

Once the 10 min is reached the next competitor steps in, until all 3 have finished their total look in 

30 min. Team members must work strictly on their own hair. Judged on total look. 

Hair prep: 

Model must walk onto the stage with hair hanging down and free. No sectioning, no pre-done 

ponytail. All hairpieces are allowed and can be pre-done. Hair ornaments are allowed. No wigs 

allowed. All models in this section will be paraded after judging finishes.
