Territory, Executive Officer of the National Aboriginal & Torres Strait Islander Legal
Service (NATSILS) and Director of Community Engagement in the Royal Commission
into the Protection and Detention of Children in the Northern Territory.

He completed a PhD in 2021 and is currently Associate Dean (Indigenous Programs)
& Director of the Indigenous Law and Justice Hub at the University of Melbourne’s
