Criteria:

o Significant Contributions to Accreditation: Recognise significant
contributions that enhance the quality and reliability of accredited
processes and services.

¢ Innovative Practices in Accreditation: Emphasise innovative
approaches that surpass traditional practices.

e Continuous Improvement Culture: Demonstrate a commitment to
fostering a culture of continuous improvement in technical infrastructure
and accredited processes.

Category 2. Advancements and Innovations in Accredited Activities
Criteria:

o Strengthened Capabilities: Highlight strengthened capabilities with
improvements in precision, accuracy, and overall effectiveness.



e Innovative Methodologies: Recognise organisations introducing
innovative methodologies that set new standards in the industry.

o Efficiency Improvements: Demonstrate initiatives that increase
efficiency and effectiveness in accredited activities.

Category 3. Positive Impact within Australia

Criteria:

e Domestic Industries Improvement: Emphasise contributions that
improve domestic industries and local communities through
advancements in technical infrastructure.

e Scientific and Technical Landscape Enhancement: Showcase
initiatives with tangible benefits to Australia’s scientific and technical
landscape.

e a NATA Conference and Celebration Dinner registration for one
representative, so there is a representative from your organisation
should you win.

$1,000 cash prize

¢ Innovation and Excellence: The extent to which the nominee has
introduced innovative practices or demonstrated exceptional
achievements in their field.



¢ Impact and Significance: The scale and depth of the nominee’s
contributions, including measurable benefits to the organisation,
industry, communities, or the broader scientific and technical
landscape.

o Positive Stakeholder Feedback: Consider positive feedback and

recognition from technical infrastructure and accreditation
