Tim Wilton
MA FRCS

Tim Wilton is currently Medical Director
of the National Joint Registry (NJR) in
England, a post he has held for nearly

4 years. During the last year he was also
interim Chair of the NJR.

He retired from active clinical work as
a Consultant Orthopaedic Surgeon
with special interest in Hip and Knee
Arthroplasty in May 2021 after 43 years
in the health service and has diverse
experience in lower limb reconstruction
having performed more than 5000
joint replacements.

He was President of the British Orthopaedic
Association (BOA) 2015-16 and a Member
of the BOA Executive 2013-2017. In addition,
he was serially Treasurer, Secretary and
President of the British Association for
Surgery of the Knee, and was a founder
member of the European Knee Society.

He has lectured widely around the world
speaking mainly about knee replacement
