The central tenet of any whakapapa based branding at an Industry level needs to be to
uphold mana whenua, linking to the source of whakapapa, which is not Industry level

As such, the role of ‘whakapapa based branding' at an Industry level is to develop a ‘brand
systam' that augments whakapapa links, rather that simply developing ‘a tohu’. By using an
Industry brand as a ‘sub-brand’ you elevate whakapapa as a mana whenua based system.
