RACGP-funded education research grants (ERGs) aim to build research capacity and collaboration, develop evidence-based education initiatives and improve educational outcomes in general practice training.

Take home message 
· The ERG program is now relatively mature and it is timely to review ERG outputs and outcomes 
· Credible ERG findings should be translated into GP training initiatives and policy 
· ERGs should support a cohesive program of high value education research 

Background
ERG funding is awarded annually to collaborative teams of medical educators and GP academics whose projects focus on national priorities for GP training. 

Aim / Hypothesis
To synthesise ERG activity, findings, outcomes and impacts since 2015, to identify barriers and enablers to the successful completion of projects, to determine the extent to which the program is achieving its goals and to identify areas for further development.

Method
All available project reports, presentations and publications will be accessed and examined (including grey literature and RACGP databases). Information will be entered into a spreadsheet and a preliminary descriptive content analysis will be undertaken with a subset of the data to refine the spreadsheet template. The descriptive analysis will identify issues for deeper exploration during interview and/or focus group studies with stakeholders selected purposively based on their potential to be rich informants with diverse perspectives. Participants will include researchers, grant selection committees, directors of training, medical educators and policy advisors. Thematic analysis will be iterative and predominantly inductive, based on the method of constant comparison, and will include member checking to confirm or revise findings. 

Results
Preliminary findings indicate a number of challenges for successful project completion and collaboration, and barriers to translation of findings into educational practice. Many successful aspects of the program are also identified.

Discussion and Conclusion
It is important to celebrate and build on program successes, and address barriers and challenges in this valuable program of education research.
