The Russian invasion of Ukraine was another in a succession of severe shocks that have hit developing Asia since 2020. In a narrow sense, the invasion’s impact on the region is quite limited. Simulation results using the Dynamic Global Trade Analysis Project (GTAP) model suggest that even under worst-case scenarios, the size of the shock to developing Asia is about 5% of GDP. However, considerable uncertainty about the future course of the war and its wider ramifications remains.
