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She is a dedicated public servant for more than 40 years, who served in various capacities in
various government agencies, in the executive branch, the Department of Trade and
Industry and rose from the ranks until she became the Assistant Regional Director of DTl in
the National Capital Region, became Assistant Secretary at the Office of the President’s
Priority and ODA-funded Projects Office, and later appointed as the first female Assistant
Secretary to head the Land Transportation Office, and was later appointed in 2006 as an
Undersecretary of the Department of Transportation and Communication and designated
various portfolio since then.

During the transition of leadership in government in 2010, she was also designated as Acting
Secretary of the then, Department of Transportation and Communication (DOTC).

After which, she also served in the academe as Senior Research/Teaching Fellow, at the
University of the Philippines’ School of Urban and Regional Planning (SURP), and was also
on special detail assignment as Deputy Secretary General, at the House of Representatives’
during the stint of then, Speaker Gloria Macapagal Arroyo in 2018. Currently, she is serving
Undersecretary of the Department of Transportation.
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
