




ASEAN Road Traffic Status

• 58% of vehicles in ASEAN are motorcycles

• Small engine capacity (250cc and below) – dominating ASEAN 
market (80% in Thailand & Indonesia, 90% in Malaysia)

• Road crashes losses – affected ASEAN GDP 2-3%
• Indonesia USD17.8 billion in 2014 (Jusuf et al., 2014)

• Thailand USD16.5 billion (WHO, 2020)

• Malaysia USD2 billion (MIROS, 2018)

• Vietnam USD1 billion (Dong & Hoang, 2017)

• Almost 60% road fatalities in ASEAN are among motorcyclists



✓ Projected related crash-
reduction of 26% - 39%

✓ Could save up to 8,000 
motorcyclists lives every 
year in ASEAN

Benefit of ABS

Life benefit Economic benefit

✓ Based on value of statistical 
life (VOSL) of each country

✓ Malaysia – USD0.5 billion 
annually

✓ Thailand – USD0.9 – 1.5 
billion annually

✓ Boost GDP more than 1%



Motorcycle ABS Regulation in ASEAN

• Malaysia – 150cc above, 2025

• Thailand – 125c, 2024

• Other ASEAN countries?



Consumer Awareness & Demand

• 1,200 respondents across ASEAN countries
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What’s Next?

• Motorcycle ABS projected crash reduction 26% - 39%

• Economic benefits due to crash reduction

• With Thailand and Malaysia implementing, most low engine capacity 
bike in ASEAN region will be equipped with ABS or ABS-ready from 
the motorcycle manufacturers’ principals

• Thus, it will be one step away for other countries to implement the 
ABS mandatory fitment.
