Title
For the title of the paper use style ‘Title’: 16 pt Times New Roman bold; start at top of page, flush left, do not break words, initial capitals for main words, 0.81cm space after the title and line spacing set to “Single”.
Author name and address
Use styles ‘Author’ (12 pt Times New Roman, flush left, one line space between authors) and ‘Author address’ (10 pt Times New Roman, flush left, 0.15cm distance between consecutive addresses).
Abstract
Use style ‘Abstract’: 12 pt Times New Roman, justified, flush left, 0.92cm space above the abstract. Make the word Abstract bold followed by a point.
