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Following the Masters of Applied Cybernetics, Jacob worked on AI
implementation in the Australian Army, becoming a bridge between Microsoft
engineers and Australian Army combat brigade users of a natural language
processing project in 2021. 
Jacob has since worked at the National Portrait Gallery as Executive Officer to
the Director, facilitated leadership programs for Asian Australians and digital
hygiene workshops to help executive leaders to intentionally use their digital
devices.
