Cr Dallas Tout has served on Wagga Wagga City Council since 2012 and is currently Mayor
of the City of Wagga Wagga, a position he has held since January 2022. He has previously
served multiple terms as Deputy Mayor and was re-elected Mayor for the 2024 to 2026
term. He is now in his seventh term and 25th year as a councillor.

Born and raised in Gundagai, Cr Tout holds a Bachelor of Business in Accountancy from
Riverina College of Advanced Education (now Charles Sturt University). He was a co-owner
of the Gundagai Newsagency for more than a decade and served 12 years on Gundagai
Shire Council, including six years as Deputy Mayor.

Cr Tout has worked as a Finance Manager at Charles Sturt University and remains deeply
involved in community service. He has held senior roles with the NSW Public Libraries
Association, including State President and current Vice President, and has contributed to
numerous community organisations. He was instrumental in establishing Carevan Wagga
Inc, supporting food security and social connection across the community.

He was elected to the board of Local Government NSW in December 2023 and re-elected
in September 2025.
