Challenging traditional spaces of teaching and learning.
Introduction. Traditional spaces for learning in higher education have centred on the campus. Concepts such as place, space, design and layout have been intricately woven with pedagogy to underpin teaching and learning in higher education. Typically, these focus on the physical spaces for formal and informal learning such as classrooms, libraries, labs, learning commons and the like. The shift from physical to digital has been progressing over a number of years, it was supercharged on a global scale in 2020 with the Covid-19 pandemic and the need for alternatives in the face of lockdowns. With restrictions on mobility changing, the pendulum is swinging from physical to virtual to hybrid delivery. This paper argues that this is the time to consider alternative learning spaces.

Context/background. Set in the hospitality discipline, we leverage hospitality and leisure settings which are co-located with the campus in a visitor precinct to facilitate experiential learning for students. This diverse range of settings are integrated as learning spaces as they present opportunities for applied learning in conjunction with classroom-based learning. By utilising these varied environments students can engage, connect and observe theory in practice in naturalistic and contextual settings and move fluidly between learning spaces throughout the duration of their studies. We proposed this ecosystem of learning spaces presents many different opportunities for rich and meaningful learning experiences. 
Intended outcome. To break the dichotomy of formal learning on campus (physical or virtual) and learning and development in the workplace.
