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Introduction. As a result of the global pandemic, all university courses were delivered using a blended approach. Despite being employed for decades, blended learning has not been implemented in a fixed way. Given the vast variation in implementation, it is important to investigate student satisfaction with various elements of a blended course to determine the key factors related to student experiences for future blended course development. 
Aims. This study aims to investigate if variations in the implementation of blended learning resulted in differences in student satisfaction across three undergraduate courses in an Australian University. Specifically, the focus was students’ satisfaction in course structure, tutorials, assessment, feedback, and videos used.
Methods. Data was gathered through an end-of-course online survey with a total of 245 respondents. A one-way ANOVA was conducted to investigate if there were significant differences across the courses. 
Results. Student satisfaction with the course structures were excellent while their satisfaction with assessment and video delivery were very good. Similarly, satisfaction with tutorials and feedback provided, were good. No differences were found in students’ satisfaction in course structure and tutorials however significant differences were found in assessment, feedback, and video used. 
Discussion. Excellent student ratings for course structures indicated that providing students with a clear course structure was crucial to satisfaction. Satisfaction with assessment varied significantly across the courses and was postulated to be due to the reported lack of clarity with the marking rubrics. Students also displayed greater satisfaction for up-to-date lecture recordings rather than a combination of current and recycled lecture recordings. Satisfaction of tutorials were low across the board regardless of the format and further research is required to investigate its reasons. Overall, the current study gives insight into students’ satisfaction with varied elements of a blended course and what may be improved for future course design.
