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Introduction. Deprescribing research requires a skilled, multidiscipliniary research workforce allied with strong stakeholder engagement
Aims. To discuss the experience of the US Deprescribing Research Network in building capacity for patient-centered deprescribing research.
Methods. Summative review of the US Deprescribing Research Network and lessons learned.
Results. The speaker will discuss the origins of the network, how its structure and functions are designed to support this goal, how it interfaces with other research groups and networks with overlapping interests, and key lessons learned on these topics. 

Discussion. Lessons learned from the experience of the US Deprescribing Research Network can inform strategies for enhancing the research and impact of individual investigators and of the field as a whole.
