Enhancing presentation skills through peer feedback in pharmacology residents
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Introduction. Effective feedback is a cornerstone of postgraduate medical education, promoting reflective learning and competency development. Structured peer feedback offers a cost-effective, learner- centered approach to enhance communication and presentation skills. This study explores the trends in peer feedback collected over nine months in a pharmacology residency program.
Aims. To analyze structured peer feedback data to evaluate its role in improving presentation skills among pharmacology residents over time.
Methods A copyrighted Peer Feedback Form developed by the Department of Pharmacology, KGMU, was used to evaluate resident presentations on multiple domains including punctuality, time management, content organization, communication skills, and analytical ability. Feedback was collected during departmental sessions over nine months. Responses were anonymized and analyzed using descriptive statistics and trend analysis to identify patterns of improvement.
Results. Preliminary analysis indicates progressive improvement across most domains for all presenters. Trends suggest enhanced time management, better content structuring, increased use of evidence-based material, and improved engagement skills over successive sessions. Final domain-wise comparisons and graphical trends for each presenter will be presented at the conference.
Discussion. Structured peer feedback appears to be an effective strategy for promoting reflective learning and sustained skill enhancement among residents. This approach can be integrated into postgraduate training for continuous professional development.
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
