A school, university, employer collaboration that promotes success of non-traditional senior high school students’ aspirations, enrolment and graduation from university.
Introduction. The Go Health Go Griffith program (GHGG) addresses dual social agendas of low participation rates of students from disadvantaged backgrounds in higher education and their subsequent academic success (Bradley et al., 2008), and the predicted workforce/skills shortfall needed to support Australian health care provision (Scott, 2009). 
Aims. To improve student recruitment and graduation success for students from disadvantaged backgrounds through courses that engage student interest in science and university whilst completing final years of school curricula.
Methods. Secondary, tertiary and health professional educators developed a program and partnership promoting inter-professional learning which inspires junior student science interest, enhances aspiration for science and provides an embedded tertiary transition curriculum. Embedded within high school curricula, courses in Health, Biology, or Exercise and Sport Science gave students and teachers access to University learning resources, assessments and experiences over the two final years of high school.
Results. Over 2010-2018, 3070 students (116 schools) enrolled in Year 11/12 GHGG courses in Biology, Health, or Exercise and Sports Science. Most GHGG students (94%) completed their program successfully with on average 82% then enrolling in Griffith University. These students reflected successful aspiration raising as 70% were first-in-family to attend University and 46% lived in postcodes categorised as low socio-economic suburbs. The first graduating cohort of GHGG students (2012-3) exhibited a higher rate of degree completion (74%) compared to other Australian Universities (64.4%) as shown by 6-year cohort completion rates (DEET, 2012). For this first cohort of graduates, we randomly sampled 50% of the cohort and identified that of the 86% of respondents, over 2/3 were employed in a job relevant to their degree, with a further 18% enrolled in post-graduate programs in the university.
Discussion. School and university collaboration improves university participation and success for students from disadvantaged backgrounds supporting subsequent employment.
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
