Aims. To showcase the potential of AI in curating educational material and design of alternative assignments that promote critical thinking and problem solving 
Methods. Tools such as Chat-GPT (4o), Perplexity AI, Invideo.io, Heygen.io and Bland.ai were synergistically used to create learning outcomes, learning material, short-style assignments, extended assignments, creation of dynamic hypothetical datasets, creation of AI assisted educational videos and creation of AI agents to facilitate simulations for Observed structured clinical examination (OSCEs) 
Results. This presentation will share insights from over 15 specific AI applications and detail different AI tools that have revolutionized the creation of educational content and examination materials, as well as innovative approaches to student interaction.
Discussion. This work underlines generative AI's role in fostering dynamic, efficient, and engaging educational environments, illustrating its significant promise for advancing educational methodologies.
