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PharLyfe+ is advancing a new paradigm in drug delivery through medicated oral and transmucosal films - designed to improve patient adherence, particularly among populations with swallowing difficulties and fear of taking medications. This session explores the development and translation of these patient-friendly platforms, from early formulation to clinical validation and commercialization.
At PharLyfe+, we believe healing begins not just with molecules, but with empathy. Our medicated films are intuitive, adaptable, and built for real people in real moments. By integrating human-centered design, scalable manufacturing, and strategic IP pathways, we ensure our innovations are both clinically effective and personally meaningful.
Drawing from Singapore’s vibrant healthcare and start-up ecosystem, this presentation highlights PharLyfe+’s journey across three innovation platforms: NUS Enterprise, Temasek Life Sciences Accelerator, and the Institute for Health Innovation & Technology. These partnerships enabled us to navigate regulatory landscapes, access shared infrastructure, and build visibility.
Pharmacists play a pivotal role in our translational strategy as upstream co-innovators. Their clinical insight and operational fluency shape trial design, inform formulary decisions, and champion patient-centered care. PharLyfe+ leverages these collaborations to build solutions that work across workflows and institutions.
Looking ahead, PharLyfe+ envisions a future where drug delivery is frictionless, dignified, and embedded in daily life at the patient’s home. We advocate for a Translational Pharmacy Consortium, pharmacist entrepreneur fellowships, and regulatory sandboxes to accelerate bench-to-bedside innovation. Pharmacists are uniquely positioned to lead this movement for scalable, empathetic healthcare solutions.
