A partnership to embed Indigenous education within the curriculum 
Embedding Indigenous Australian knowledges, cultures and traditions into the curriculum has occurred haphazardly and to various extents across the university sector (Page, Trudgett & Sullivan, 2017). National bodies such as Universities Australia and Reconciliation Australia have advocated for greater Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander student participation, support and recognition within the curriculum (Reconciliation Australia, 2017; Universities Australia, n.d.). Yet, appreciation and recognition of Indigenous education has occurred in different ways depending upon the context. At [de-identified HE institution], in 2016 in a monumental step towards reconciliation, the university community co-developed a distinct graduate attribute on Culturally capable when working with First Australians. However, in spite of the support that this received, academics struggled with how to embed Indigenous knowledges within the curriculum in meaningful, respectful and authentic ways. 

This Showcase presentation will outline a partnership that occurred between the central Learning and Teaching department at [de-identified HE institution] and Indigenous leaders, academics and advocates to co-develop meaningful and authentic learning resources for academic staff to embed Indigenous ways of knowing, being and learning into the curriculum. Evidence of the resources’ impact will be showcased through web analytics, along with feedback from academics and students who have utilised the resources. Delegates will be encouraged to engage in discussions concerning approaches to meaningfully embed Indigenous knowledges within the curriculum, and approaches to partnering with Elders and community leaders.
