Reviewing the Professional Standards Framework for Teaching and Supporting Learning in Higher Education

Introduction. The Professional Standards Framework for Teaching and Supporting Learning in Higher Education (PSF, Advance HE, 2020) was launched in 2006 and revised in 2011. To date, over 140,000 higher education staff have achieved Fellowship based on the framework, including over 4,000 in Australia and over 350 in New Zealand. The framework is being updated during 2021 in line with changing sector needs and priorities.
Format of the round table. The session will begin with a brief presentation about the PSF, information about how it has been contextualised for Australasia (Advance HE, 2020a), and a short summary of research from the region. The facilitators will propose questions for audience feedback and discussion, and capture and summarise this input to feed into the 2021 PSF review project. Both those familiar with and new to the framework are welcome to attend. 
Point for debate/focus of the work-in-progress/topic for discussion. The purpose of the discussion is to elicit views on how the framework can be revised to reflect the needs of higher education in the 2020s. Areas of discussion may include: Do the areas of activity capture appropriately the work of those teaching or supporting learning in 2021 and beyond? Is the Core Knowledge in the PSF relevant for modern teaching in HE? Do you relate to the Values espoused in the PSF? Is there language in the PSF that could be changed or improved to better fit your context?
Context/background. Higher education has changed substantially in the 10 years since the previous framework was published, particularly during the covid19 pandemic. This roundtable will help to ensure that the PSF - which has been shown to have a positive impact in developing institutional cultures, strategies and policies for teaching internationally (Spowart et al., 2020) - remains fit-for-purpose in the current higher education environment. 
Intended outcome. A proposed set of changes that can be incorporated into the 2021 revision of the framework.
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
