Presence and Power: Students’ Voice as Agency in Arts Teaching and Learning 
Introduction. While a large body of research exists related to international students’ experiences transitioning into higher education in Australia (Kashiwa & Benson, 2018; Phakiti, Hirsh & Woodrow, 2013; Nish, 2017), there is far less emphasis on students’ insights and expectations around teaching and learning in Australian higher education settings. 

Format of the round table. Work in progress format
Work-in-progress/topic for discussion. This round table aims to promote a conversation among education practitioners about the importance of acknowledging students’ voices in internationalisation-related discourses in higher education, through a case study at an Australian university. Aspects of developing student agency in learning and teaching strategies and mapping out student academic journey in an internationalised educational setting will also be discussed. 

Context/background. In an increasingly globalised knowledge community, it is important for higher education institutions in Australia to create effective strategies based on a systematic research-based analysis of the international higher education landscape. Internationalisation has become an important feature of universities which can be viewed as a process of changing the student experiences in response to changes in the wider world. Killick (2015) defines university internationalisation as an institution’s ‘response to globalisation of our world’. It can be stimulated by presence and power of students’ voice as an important agency in bringing changes in teaching and learning context. 

Intended outcome. This roundtable intends to discuss how to improve existing teaching practices by actively learning from a diverse range of student insights. What do students expect and experience in their courses?  How student’ voice can be comprehended, captured, and acknowledged in Australian universities? Furthermore, it will develop ideas and strategies about how to embed and enable student agency in teaching and learning for internationalisation and globalisation of Arts education.
