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Introduction. This study explores the use of collaborative autoethnography to generate an authentic, context-rich case study, tailored for pharmacy students learning about transmission and prevention of infectious diseases. 
Aims. To use collaborative autoethnography to support the design of an authentic case study for student learning.
Methods. Drawing on the lived experiences of pharmacy students, the research team engaged in reflective writing, dialogic exchange and thematic analysis to create a case study narrative that captured the complexities of the COVID-19 pandemic on issues such as transmission and protection through vaccination.
Results. The resultant case study addresses critical domains such as empathy, patient communication and clinical decision-making within the context of periods of uncertainty.  
Discussion. By grounding learning materials in personal realities, this approach enhances relevance, empathy and critical thinking among pharmacy students to foster deeper engagement and bridge the gap between theory and practice.  Implications for enriching the curriculum and its impact on student learning are potential areas of future research.
