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Abstract

Transnational education (TNE) refers to education programs in which learners come from a country different from the one where the awarding institution is based. TNE encompasses mobile and diverse student cohorts, a complex array of educational programs and a range of providers that service students across countries in a multicultural setting. Australia is known as one of leading providers of TNE along with UK and USA. Meanwhile, Southeast Asia is one of the main destinations for Australian TNE providers. There is an increase of interest in the Australian TNE programs, which reflect both challenges and opportunities for TNE providers. There is a concern that TNE in Australia is limited by a lack of understanding regarding cultural sensitivity towards international recipients. This research will contribute to the theories of Culturally Responsive Pedagogy (CRP) by incorporating religion as a dimension of culture. This study will also investigate TNE practices provided for educators from culturally diverse backgrounds. The focus of this paper is to examine TNE program  in Australia with a focus on Indonesian teachers and the extent to which they are supported culturally and religiously within the programs. This is a qualitative research that employs an ethnographically-informed case study approach using in-depth interviews. The preliminary results of the study highlights the lack of focus given to the local context of participants.Whilst programs may take the religious and cultural needs of the participants into consideration, the pedagogical focus of the content does not address the local and specific contexts of the participants’ country or origin. 
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
