Using Multiple Evaluation to Develop Student Confidence in Learning 
Introduction. Multiple-evaluation is an alternative to multiple-choice, where students indicate how confident they are that each answer is the correct choice, rather than simply selecting the answer they believe most likely to be correct. The use of multiple-evaluation style questions allows the opportunity for students to prospectively consider their knowledge with feedforward about the marks they stand to gain, based on a particular level of confidence. Students can then self-evaluate following marking, and calibrate their beliefs about their knowledge, with their actual knowledge.
Aims. This study aimed to assess whether students will engage with multiple-evaluation questions, and whether the question can assist students to develop confidence in learning.
Methods. Weekly self-check quizzes in multiple-evaluation format, were embedded into the weekly learning materials in a third-level Pathophysiology course at the University of the Sunshine Coast (96 students). At the end of the semester, student volunteers completed a questionnaire about their engagement with the self-check quizzes and their learning experiences. 57% of students responded to the questionnaire.
Results. Almost all respondents (98%) completed the self-check quizzes. Over 90% of respondents indicated that the multiple-evaluation quizzes were useful; 60% agreeing they were more useful than multiple-choice format. More than 65% of respondents indicated that it made them think about their knowledge, and felt that they were better at evaluating their knowledge at the end of semester compared with the start.
Discussion. Multiple-evaluation format was both understood and accepted by students in this study. The majority of students found it to be a more useful format for study, compared with multiple-choice. Most students felt that it helped them evaluate their own knowledge and made them think more, compared with multiple-choice questions. The next stage of the project is to track student's quiz progress to objectively compare calibration and guessing behaviour at both the start and end of semester.
