Engaging with Student Evaluation of Teaching Survey Results
Introduction. Student Evaluation of Teaching surveys offer valuable insights into student perceptions of teaching and subjects. These surveys often consist of quantitative questions on a Likert scale, and qualitative open-ended questions. There are some recognised deficiencies in the way that this data is analysed and reported to educators and managers. For example, there is usually limited analysis performed of the qualitative free text data.
Aims. This work aims to show how educators can utilise visualisations and summaries of both qualitative and quantitative evaluation data in an interactive dashboard. These summaries and visualisations will allow educators to more easily and quickly make informed decisions about their teaching practice. 
Methods. Various quantitative analyses based on recent literature will be included in this dashboard. Using a combination of Entity recognition, and Sentiment analysis, visualisations and summarisations of the qualitative free text data are presented.
Results. This presentation will demonstrate an interactive dashboard developed to enhance insights provided by responses to student evaluation of teaching surveys. The dashboard includes the ability to compare subjects, compare across time periods, and bring in a variety of alternative data sources. 
Discussion. Using the visualisation dashboard, educators or managers can view a large amount of data easily, and in a systematic way. These visualisations can be used as a comparison point and allow educators to make informed decisions about their teaching practice. Examples of some of these decisions will be demonstrated during the presentation.
