Empowering students and staff to better articulate the value of humanities education beyond university 
Introduction. Humanities students are often concerned that they do not understand the purpose of specific subjects in their program of study. More broadly, they struggle to appreciate what skills and knowledge they are developing within their chosen program. Students and teachers should be empowered to better articulate the skills and knowledge developed in humanities education.
Aims. This showcase examines both student and teacher facing interventions we have implemented in the Faculty of Arts at an Australian university to address these issues.
Methods. During a series of workshops, students worked with academic staff to identify the skills and knowledge specific to their majors, based on the university handbook. In an accompanying workshop, staff engaged with the feedback provided by these students to identify concerns around the value and utility of subjects and majors. 

Results. The workshops have promoted an emerging discussion between academics and students on how disciplinary and transferable skills can be organically connected with traditional humanities curricula while critically evaluating different approaches to help students gain the skills and knowledge required for the initial stages of their careers beyond university. Student feedback has been overwhelmingly positive, and data shows that students felt more confident about their next steps after university, and more empowered to ask teaching staff to better articulate the purpose of their learning. 
Discussion. This showcase highlights the importance of coherently articulating disciplinary and transferable skills in humanities higher education conversations between teachers and students. Through targeted interventions, it is possible to teach students to articulate their discipline-specific, and transferrable skills, and how these might be useful to them beyond their degree. It is also feasible to prompt teaching staff to recognise the critical requirement to articulate the skills and knowledge we are developing in the humanities and how these are useful beyond university.
