Learning together: a review of five years of peer mentoring during simulation
Introduction. The health workplace consists of staff of varied experience levels. Medical Imaging is no exception with more experienced co-workers partnering to provide guidance and shared problem solving with less experienced practitioners. In 2015, the medical imaging university program implemented a pedagogic approach to replicate this environment and foster student partnerships through peer mentoring in a simulation laboratory. 
Aims. This poster outlines the design, development and feedback from participants across five years of experience from a structured Medical Imaging Peer Mentoring program (MIPPS) implemented in a University simulation laboratory.  
Methods. Peer mentor training was implemented as core curriculum activity. Student volunteers then undertook peer mentor roles during structured simulation laboratory sessions. Ethics approval was granted for feedback via focus groups and survey responses over each iteration of the program.   
Results. Qualitative mentor and mentee feedback from student participants in the MIPPS over the five years of the program will be presented in this poster. Feedback from students was collected in both mentor (N=32) and mentee (N=123) roles with positive responses across both. 
Discussion. Previous authors have discussed the significance of students as partners to enhance student experiences of higher education (Healey 2016, Baumber 2020). This poster presents a case study of the pedagogic approach to foster student learning partnerships within the context of the simulation laboratory environment.  Student experiences from five years of implementation demonstrate peer mentoring during simulation activities is beneficial for all participants, and supports the development of professional capabilities.
