Student engagement in online teaching and its impact on their performance
Introduction. Higher education has entered a new era since Covid-19. Unlike past most teaching is online. Although if offers flexibility, one of the disadvantages of online environment is the reduced engagement between and among the students and course facilitators. Student engagement is found to have a huge impact on their learning experience and performance. 
Aims. The aim of this research is to explore the effective ways of engagement in online teaching and learning and related it to student performance.
Methods. This research used mix method research, in which quantitative surveys and interviews where used to collect student data. 
Results. Most students prefer blended learning, in which teacher would upload pre-recorded lectures and then have an interactive live session as compare to long online lectures. Some factors that affected student engagement are unavailability of suitable learning environment, lack of self-motivation, unavailability of reliable internet, and unsuitable timing due to being in a different time zone. There is a strong significant relationship between student engagement and their performance. 
Discussion. The most important element that impacted students’ performance was their engagement with the content while the engagement with peers impacted their learning experience. When asked about their suggestions to improve online classes it was suggested to have well structured LMS with interactive videos and more interactive activities during the live session. Covid-19 has not only changed the education environment, but it has also changed the way we work. Hybrid teams is a new norm and students felt that online teaching has prepared them for this new norm. This study could guide teachers to adopt evidence based engaging elements of online teaching.
