
Exploring time, place and context in flipped learning
Introduction. Flipped classrooms are increasingly used to encourage active learning. Along with positive outcomes, studies identify challenges that may limit the model’s effectiveness, and suggest that students’ ability to navigate time may affect successful flipped learning (Lai & Hwang, 2016). Likewise, students and teachers in our recent study at an Australian university identified self-regulation and effectively navigating time and space as important to students’ success in learning in a flipped and digital world. Since a rapid transition to fully online learning in 2020 has resulted in substantive reconfigurations of time and place, we invite you to consider the implications of this for learning in virtual flipped classrooms. Drawing from practice theory, we review and build on design strategies for flipped learning that go beyond the individual learner to consider the interdependence of time with other aspects of practice including place and context (Trede et al. 2019).

Point for debate/focus of the work-in-progress/topic for discussion. Time, place and context in flipped learning.
Context/background. Drawing on research on practice theory in hybrid learning design (Goodyear, 2020; Trede et al. 2019), we consider time with reference to practice, and explore ways in which students’ sense and use of time are shaped by the design of curriculum, tasks, activities and learning spaces.  
Intended outcome. Applying practice theory, participants will explore and co-develop strategies for learning design in a flipped virtual environment.
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
