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The work of a consultant toxicologist and health risk assessor requires knowledge in several areas including toxicology, pharmacology, exposure science, epidemiology, environmental science, regulatory frameworks as well as good communication skills. The role involves application of theoretical concepts to provide advice on the health risks of chemical exposures so others can make informed decisions. Included are air emissions, water, soil, food, and consumer products. Drawing on brief case studies and project examples, this presentation will showcase one of the exciting career paths open to young professionals in the field of toxicology.
