Foundations for using contemporary and emerging technologies to improve the quality of learning, teaching and assessment
Introduction. The author argues that Technology Enhanced Learning (TEL) needs to be informed by the Scholarship Of Technology Enhanced Learning (SOTEL) - an application of SOTL (Boyer, 1990) to TEL design and practice.
Aims. The session will curate and critique 10 foundations from the literature on technology enhanced learning.
Methods. The 10 foundations are drawn from a purposive sampling of existing literature, informing the author’s argument for a critical position regarding the impact of TEL to improve the quality of learning, teaching and assessment.
Results. Ten key foundations are identified from the literature: (1) TEL should be underpinned by SOTEL, (2) Start with the graduate capabilities, (3) Define explicit pedagogical goals, (4) Be informed by learning theory, (5) Link formal and informal learning, (6) Design for enhanced learning experiences and outcomes, (7) Facilitate flexibility, accessibility, sustainability, timely feedback, scalability, and multimodal learning experiences, (8) Enhance learning spaces, (9) Build a culture that supports change, (10) Facilitate international networks.
Discussion. The ten foundations will be explored through a critical lens using theoretical/analytical frameworks identified from recent literature such as: SOTEL (Haynes, 2016), Authentic Learning (Herrington, Reeves, & Oliver, 2009), Design-Based Research (McKenney & Reeves, 2019), and frameworks (Bower & Vlachopoulos, 2018): Collaborative learning design, Connectivism, and Heutagogy.
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
