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Background/Objectives
Climate change is impacting the conditions, experiences and livelihoods of communities in multiple ways across the globe. Little is known about the gendered impacts of climate change on Indigenous and non-Indigenous women in economically wealthier countries. This research investigated the gendered impacts of climate change on Indigenous and non-Indigenous women’s roles, work and wellbeing in Canada, as these are situated and influenced by the broader global context. Secondarily it explored their activism in response to climate change.

Methods
Five research questions were developed by an Expert Advisory Group (EAG). These, and consultation with other key experts, guided the implementation of a literature search strategy. Preference was given to international and Canadian material published between 2006-2016 with 140 articles deemed relevant. Thematic analysis was initially guided by the research questions, with other themes emerging. Member of the EAG read key articles against emerging findings for purposes of accuracy. 

Results
Climate change is exacerbating social and economic inequities between women and men, impacting negatively on women’s agency and wellbeing. These gendered impacts are the result of interlocking global economic dynamics, regional social-ecological characteristics, and contemporary gender norms and practices. Climate change impacts on some Indigenous women’s wellbeing are particularly severe; also interrupting culturally informed roles and responsibilities. 

Discussion
Climate change is tied to the interwoven forces of colonialism, patriarchy and capitalism, negatively impacting women’s wellbeing. These conditions are constraining women’s knowledge, expertise and unique agencies in addressing climate change. Fundamental paradigm shifts are required to address climate change; Indigenous women’s knowledge and women’s experiences. are critical to these changes.
