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Introduction 
The concept of vulnerability is central to climate adaptation frameworks and practices, and typically refers to the heightened state of risk and exposure to harm experienced by specific human, animal, and ecological communities. I present an alternative concept of vulnerability active within feminist, decolonial, queer, and crip scholarship, in which vulnerability is recognised as an inherent quality of all living bodies, enabling both social inequalities and ethical relations.

Objectives
Explores both concepts of vulnerability in the context of justice-oriented climate adaptation.

Methodology
Literature review, policy analysis, and Australian examples 

Findings
Argues that a more expansive approach to vulnerability opens up new avenues for multispecies politics and methods of inquiry within climate policy.

Significance of the work for policy and practice 
Asks practitioners and scholars to consider how an alternative concept of vulnerability would impact their work, and invites discussion on multispecies justice-oriented climate policy methodologies.
