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I. THE MANUSCRIPT
A. Manuscript submission
Papers should be submitted for publication by the start of the Conference and on no account any later than by 1 July, 2026. The submission of an article for review for the Proceedings must be in a “camera ready” format. This includes MSWord files with the figures and tables embedded, as in this sample, or a LaTeX file with figures embedded. Both the initial manuscript and also the final, revised manuscript should be in the same format. All files MUST be submitted through the online system at: http://rsi.peerx-press.org/. It is hoped this “camera ready” format for manuscripts will aid conference authors in accurately estimating the finished article length. This template is not a replica of the finished product and can only help estimate the final length. Each version of the manuscript must be submitted with its own complete set of files: cover letter (including title, authors and the abstract’s program number assigned by the conference organizers), complete article file, and after being refereed a response/rebuttal letter (listing changes made addressing the Editor’s and Reviewers’ comments).
B. Preparation of manuscript
Please use this “sample manuscript” as a template for preparing your own manuscript. This will ensure that your submission will be in the required format. Please read all of the following manuscript preparation instructions carefully and in their entirety. The manuscript must be submitted in good scientific American English (AIP Author Services can provide assistance); this is the author's responsibility. Papers should not be lengthened by unnecessary descriptions and repetitions, but neither should authors use a telegraphic style detrimental to the clarity and understanding of the paper. a)Author to whom correspondence should be addressed: email@none.edu.
b) Reference for a “Team” authorship.

II. MANUSCRIPT LENGTH
Manuscripts cannot exceed the agreed upon journal page length. For a contributed article, the length should not exceed 5 pages at initial submission and 6 pages at revisions stage. For an invited paper, the length should not exceed 9 pages at initial submission and 10 pages at revisions stage. An abstract limited to about 250 words is required. Please do not reduce the size of figures or the text font size in order to create more space for text.
III. TITLE
The title should be as concise as possible but informative enough to facilitate information retrieval. Only the most common acronyms and abbreviations are allowed in the title. If a device name is abbreviated in the title, the full name must be revealed early in the main text. See Sec. VIII regarding acronyms and abbreviations.
IV. ABSTRACT
The abstract should be limited to about 250 words and should be self-contained (contain no footnotes or citations to references). It should be adequate as an index (giving all subjects, major and minor, about which new information is given), and as a summary (giving the conclusions and all results of general interest in the article). The abstract should be written as one paragraph and should not contain displayed mathematical equations or tabular material.
V. AUTHORS’ NAMES and ADDRESSES
Authors' names should preferably be written in a standard form for all publications to facilitate indexing and avoid ambiguities. Please provide complete address(es) (Department, Company/University, City, State, Zip code/Postal code, Country). If a “Team” or “Contributors” name is called out in the author list, it should be marked with a superscript letter and referenced to a paper which includes the names of the team members in the panel at the foot of the first column of the first page. In addition, provide a list of the entire team members and their affiliations, and upload the list as a separate file (“Author Cover Letter”).
VI. HEADINGS
Headings must be numbered and follow the prescribed format below:

VII. EQUATIONS
Equations should be punctuated and aligned to bring out their structure and numbered on the right. Mathematical operation signs indicating continuity of the expression should be placed at the left of the second and succeeding lines. Use (x) rather than a centered dot, except for scalar products of vectors. The solidus (/) should be used instead of built up fractions in running text, and in display wherever clarity would not be jeopardized. Use "exp" for complicated exponents. .  Format your equations and special characters using an equation editor such as MathType or Microsoft Equation Editor.

VIII. NOTATION, ACRONYMS, & ABBREVIATIONS
Notation must be legible, clear, compact, and consistent with standard usage. All unusual symbols whose identity may not be obvious must be identified the first time they appear, and at all subsequent times when confusion might arise. Superscripts are normally set directly over subscripts; authors should note where readability or the meaning requires a special order.
Acronyms and abbreviations should be defined the first time they are used, both in the abstract and separately in the main text, unless they are very well established.  They should be used with considerable moderation.  There should be no acronyms or abbreviations in the title if at all possible, except for a few in universal use, where it would be clumsy to avoid them.

IX. TABLES
Separate tables (numbered with Roman numerals in the order of their appearance in the text) should be used for all but the simplest tabular material; they should have captions that make the tables intelligible without reference to the text. The structure should be clear, with simple column headings giving all units. Unaltered computer output and notation are generally unacceptable.TABLE I. Sample table.

X. FIGURES
A. General guidelines for preparing iIlustrations
· Number figures in the order in which they appear in the text. 
· Please identify all figure parts with (a), (b), etc. Avoid any large disparity in size of lettering and labels used within one illustration. Be sure to identify figure parts in the figure and list figure parts in the figure caption.
· Prepare illustrations in the final published size, not oversized. The maximum published width for a one-column illustration is 3.37 in. (8.5 cm).  The maximum width for a two-column figure is 6.69 in. (17 cm).
· In cases where reduction is required, avoid small open symbols that tend to fill in, and avoid small lettering; ensure that, in the final published illustration, there is a minimum of 8-point type size (2.8 mm high; 1/8 inch high) for lettering and 0.5-point width for lines. 
· Ensure that lettering and lines are dark enough, and thick enough, to reproduce clearly. Remember that fine lines tend to disappear upon reduction. 
· The figures must be inserted into the manuscript. Ensure that the figure images are sized and formatted precisely as you want them to appear in the final online article.
· Separate figure files are no longer required at submission.

B. Required Highlight Image

· This image should measure 8.0139 in. wide X 6.2739 in. high and be a minimum of 300 dpi.
· Acceptable file types for the highlight image are SVG, EPS, TIFF, and JPEG.
· Your highlight image will display above your article title in the Table of Contents online.
· If your paper is selected as the cover article, your highlight image may serve as the cover image for the journal issue.

XI. FINISHED LENGTH
The conference agreed-upon final journal article must be no longer than five (5) pages at submission and six (6) pages post-revision stage for contributed papers, or nine (9) pages at submission and ten (10) pages post-revision stage for invited paper. This template provides an estimate of the final length. The Editors may require you to shorten your article at their discretion.
XII. ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

As appropriate, authors should consider acknowledging technical or scientific support, as well as their sponsoring agency or institution, such as the Department of Energy, with a Grant or Contract number. This work supported by U.S. DOE under Grant Nos. DE-FG99-99AB9999, etc.
XIII. AUTHOR DECLARATIONS
A. Conflict of interest statement
       A conflict of interest disclosure statement is required for every article.
· A COI is any personal interest or relationship that may be affected by publishing the submitted manuscript. 
· A COI may exist from owning a patent or stock; being a member of a board of directors, advisory board, or committee for a company; receiving speaker or consultancy fees; etc.
