The following guidelines for two-page abstract have been prepared for authors of oral and poster presentations to be delivered at the IUTAM Symposium on Frontiers of Solid Mechanics for Energy Transition (University of Aberdeen, Aberdeen, UK; 1 – 5 July 2024).

Keywords:  keywords list (no more than 3).


1.   Introduction

The Abstract and main body should be written in English. Two pages maximum. The final pdf of the abstract must be submitted through the symposium official website, following the instructions given there, no later than the abstract submission deadline. Note that the title is followed by the author(s) names and their affiliation(s). The name of the author presenting the paper should be highlighted in boldface.

The file name should have the following pattern: Lastname of first author_iutam2024.pdf.  In case of multiple submissions, use 1, 2, 3…. after the last name in the file name.  Example: Akisanya1_iutam2024.pdf.

2. Contents of the two-page abstract

The two-page abstract should be organised as follows: i) a brief, descriptive Abstract of approximately 150 words; ii) Introduction to the problem formulation containing the motivation of the work and a problem statement; iii) Theory or experiments about the approach and methodology; iv) Results and discussion including a summary of the main findings. Finally, the References list should be collocated at the end of the page. 
The abstract should be in paper A4 size, with margins of top and bottom 40 mm, and left and right 20 mm. The text should be written in Times or Times New Roman with 11 point size, except for the title of the Paper which must be 14 point Times or Times New Roman, and the affiliation of the authors which must be 10 point Times or Times New Roman, italic.  The texts should be written in single spacing, with single line space before and after paragraphs.  The section headings should be aligned to the left in bold lower-case letters (12 pt). 

The papers in the reference list must be cited in the main body of the abstract texts. In the text, the citation should appear in square brackets “[1]”. In the Reference list, the font should be Times or Times New Roman with 11 point size, with the title of the conference proceedings, book title and journal name all in italics. The authors name list should be terminated by a ‘comma.’ The citation number should be enclosed in brackets.
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
