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Background (context and purpose) 
[The introduction must contain your argument for the social and scientific value of the study, as well as the aim and objectives; any secondary objectives? How does this study relate to the physiotherapy/speech therapy/audiology or rehabilitation professions?] 
Interest/focus of presentation 
[The introduction must contain information on the focus of your innovation and why it is interesting or valuable; the aim and objectives; how does this Innovation relate to the physiotherapy/speech therapy/audiology or rehabilitation professions?] 
Description of work done (links to similar work)
[Explain how the innovation project came about, any factors that contributed to the development of the innovation and if any data was collected.  This section should include a concise description of the process by which you conducted your project]
Implications
[Briefly summarise the outcome and implications of the project]
Value to fellow practitioners
[What is the value added to practitioners personally, therapy practice, management or education? Finally, your abstract should convince readers that the innovation is interesting, valuable, and worth investigating further. It should convince congress registrants to attend your presentation.
Conclusion
[Provide a brief conclusion that summarises the results and their meaning or significance in relation to each objective of the study]
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
